Thank you for accepting our invitation to participate in Pieces for Peace, a project that will bring 
you and your students together with young people from around the world to express their 
hopes for a peaceful future through art. 
  
Theme: The participants are asked to create tile-size art works in the form of paintings, poems, 
drawings and collages about "Peace." This project may be incorporated throughout the 
curriculum Ð for example, in History, Science, Literature or Art classes. 
 
Medium: Students may mix different media, such as painting, drawing, photography or text on 
the same paper, forming a cohesive piece.  It is best to use archival paper or any strong paper 
that you can find.  
 
Size: All the works of art must be the same size: 6Ó x 6Ó inches or 15 !  x 15 !  cm.  
 
Originals: Please send us your original works. Include the following information on the back of 
each piece: name of student , age, name of school and country. 
 
CD: It would be a great help if you could compile a CD that contains digital images of each 
submission along with the information about the students. The images should be formatted as 
high quality jpeg files at no less than 150 dpi. 
 
Packaging: When preparing the work for shipment, please wrap everything in plastic to ensure 
that no water will penetrate the package while in transit.

A selection of Images will be incorporated into our large-scale 8 foot by 200 foot mosaic, 
which will be constructed during the summer of 2005 in Harlem, New York, U.S.A.  
 
 We would like to invite youth representatives from each participating school to join us to 
collaborate with New York City youth and professional artists in creating the Pieces for Peace 
mosaic during the summer of 2005.
